The Universal bus service links Eddington with 
the city, the railway station and the Cambridge 
Biomedical Campus (including Addenbrooke’s). 

The service operates a 15 minute frequency Monday 
to Friday and a 20 minute service on Saturdays. 
Discounts apply for University card holders; show  
the driver your card and pay just £1 per journey.  
Non-university card holders also get a reduce 
journey price of £2. Fares must be paid in cash to 
the driver. 

JOIN THE CAR CLUB!
An E-Car club vehicle is parked on the 
Eddington site, giving you access to a car 
when you need it – perfectly maintained 
without the hassle or expense of ownership. 
Residents benefit from free membership and 
two hours of drive time.

Located across Cambridge (including in car 
parking spaces on University sites) you will  
also be able to find Zipcars. University staff  
can use the vehicles for travelling at work  
or for personal use.
